Glow Plug Problems. The glow plug in your engine
must be replaced periodically to maintain peak performance
and easy sfarting. Most startln(k; problems or erratic
performance can be traced back o the
glow f)lugl. The easiest way fo check for
a faulty glow plug is to simply install a
new one and see if the problem is
corrected. However, to test the glow
plug, remove the glow [I)Iug from the
cylinder head with a 5/16" nut driver :
make sure there is no dirt on top of the head which could
all into the engine. Do not lose the copper gasket which
seals the qlow %Iug.) Connect the glow plug to the glow
gmter..

ometimes, the first few coils will not glow, while the rest are

Flooding. Sympioms of a flooded engine include difficulty

in starting, muffled sounds coming from the exhaust, Pro-Start
won't operate
Remove the glow plug with a 5/16" nut driver. Tilt the buggy

and excess fuel draining from the exhaust outlet.
