The tailgate and SUV door
have working metal door latches and the doors and hood
close using magnets. A full interior is included with fold-down
rear seats for the SUV version and a scale drop bed for the
truck version.

Take care to align the magnet with the door held in place to ensure magnetic
poles will match.
When you have confirmed the magnetic poles match, use some Shoe Goo or
2 part epoxy and lightly clamp the magnet in place to dry. Be very careful to 
make sure the magnet does not shift while the glue cures. This can cause the
door to not close properly.
